1. City council meeting

Officially keeping track the amount of recyclables collected during the festival and display these behind our booth (?). Display the market price for these recyclables, the energy saved, the landfill space reduced….etc…

The Recycling show at Sleeping Lady is donating 10% of their profits to Leavenworth Recycles and this amount is estimated to about $2-300. We will receive this in a couple of weeks.
