Leavenworth Recycles Board meeting

August 7, 2008

Present: Lisi, Chuck, Joe, Dawn, Sofia, John Callahan, John Foote

1. Sofia got an email via the website informing us that there are about 10000 13 5/8 quart size recycle bins near Redmond. They are free, just come and pick them up.

We discussed who might use these containers and where we could store them (whatever amount we could pick up) until they were distributed. Sofia will send the information out with a picture of the recycling cans and we will discuss it further.

2. Salmon Fest, September 20-21. 3 people for each shift. We need 3 tables. The purpose is to hand out brochures and inform the public about recycling. Lisi had an idea of a Discovery Hunt – game for kids. They would either answer a question or do an activity and get a stamp when completed. Until next meeting – bring ideas! We could also use some money to buy some recycled gift prizes for a “guess how many aluminum cans in the bag” type game. 

3. T-shirt. John Foote has been to Piestrup Brothers printers in Leavenworth and they can print t-shirts for $10 /piece, several colors and sizes. He brought two samples and we discussed the design. The decision was made that they will be printed with a LR logo on the front (small size) and LeavenworthRecycles.org underneath the logo. On the back there will be a bigger version of the same logo with the words Recycle today for a better tomorrow written in a circle around it. They will be green with purple logo. Dawn will work on design for Dumpster Diver t-shirt. We have $300 from the grant to buy t-shirts to give to volunteers. Should we use “our own” money to print more t-shirts to sell as fundraising at Salmon Fest? John will talk to David about the design proposal before he goes ahead and print.

4. Treasurer’s report. We received $71.95 from the Recycled Art Show at the Sleeping Lady.

5. Lisi talked about a new recycling law in WA. It states that city’s that offer curbside recycling for businesses must provide recycling at public events (like festivals). She will talk to the DOE to see if this law applies in Leavenworth.

6. Where can you recycle Fluorescent Lights. John Callahan will research.
